Proposed Ordinance Language
P-OS Parks and Open Space District

78-420. Intent

The P-0S, parks and open space district, is intended to preserve, protect, and establish public parks, parkways,
playgrounds, open space, natural features, and areas for active and passive recreation throughout the City of
Plymouth.

78-421. Principal Uses Permitted
In a parks and open space district, no building or land shall be used and no structure or building shall be
erected except for one or more of the following specified uses unless otherwise provided in this chapter.

Permitted uses:

1. Publicly owned and operated parks, parkways, and recreational lands and facilities.

2. Open space areas for passive recreation and educational activities, including but not limited to,
walkways, bicycle paths, trails, benches, community gardens, outdoor stages, and open-air venues.
Active recreation including but not limited to sports fields and courts, and skate parks.

Playgrounds and play structures.

Cemeteries and structures associated with interment.

Essential public services.

Other uses which are similar to the above uses, as determined by the Planning Commission.
Accessory structures, such as picnic pavilions, historical or cultural monuments, and storage facilities,
when customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

9. Parking areas when customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.
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78-422. Special Land Uses

78-423. Area and Bulk Requirements
